Although the parish of St. John the Baptist, Las Vegas, was established in 1959, Helen
Tsouras played an active role in the Greek Orthodox community during its formative years and
five decades later remains a familiar figure in our Church family.

Throughout the years, Helen has remained active in every area of parish life: together with
her fellow Philoptochos members, she organized countless fundraising parties and charity events
to help sustain the parish and allow for its growth; as a fabulous cook, she prepared many meals
for parish events; she was linked to the Greek Pastry Booth and Kaffenion from the time the St.
John Food Festival started 37 years ago; and she prepared and dyed the red eggs for Pascha y
after year.

Of major importance to Helen was guiding her two children, Peter and Lynn, in their faith,
by involving them in the youth ministries of the Church; and her son was one of the original
Altar Boys for our first assigned priest, Father James Adams (who has remained a good family
friend). While active at a social and service level, Helen has made it a priority to continue
growing spiritually, faithfully worshiping at Sunday Divine Liturgy; and attending the weekly
Adult Study very until recently, when her ability to participate was curbed by health issues.
