or our egos, or boththat we know better than Him what is best for us.

Adherence to the Fast must be understood primarily as an exercise of subjecting our mind, body an
soul to the wil!/ of God. When Adam and Eve dis

With our eyes toward the Cross we have our solid foundation for fasting, and hopefully
comprehend our need to find nourishment in the spiritual delicacies that benefit us and glorify our Crucified
and Resurrected Lord through genuine repentance, willing obedience, ceaseless prayer, frequently
partaking of the Word of God and the Holy Mysteries, and eagerly showing mercy, forgiveness and love.
